LONDON (AP) — In his last offi-
ciaf act as a bachelor, Prince
Charles lit the first in a nationwide
chain of wedding beacons last night,
and London's sky blazed with the
most spectacular fireworks display
sinée 1749,

More than 900 people were re-
porled injured in the crush of spec-
Latprs.

alf a milllon people swarmed
into 34l-acre Hyde Park and
cheered wildly as Charles — using
aniOlympic torch handed him by a
disabled youth in a wheelchair — liL
Lthe first of 101 beacons symboli-
cally carryving the news of his mar-
riage Lo the farthest reaches of the
Brilish Isles.

Buckingham Palace said Lhe
event drew one of the largest
gatherings of royally and heads of
states in modern times, with 150
mémbers of royally and foreign
government leaders joining the 52-
year-old prince of Wales in Lhe
royal box for the occasion.

IL was one of the biggesl royal oc-
ecasions in decades, and many be-
lieve it may be the last great royal
evenl of this century.

The gqueen, wearing light blue, led
the two-mile procession from Lhe
palace Lo the cathedral, riding in an
open landau carriage beside her
hushand, Prince Philip. flanked by
red-plumed cavalrymen.

Prince Charles, in his brazs-bul-
loncd Royal Navy commander's
uniform, appearcd slightly jittery as
his carringe rolled from Bucking-
ham Palace. He waved and saluled
the erowds, his brother Prince An-
drow next Lo him.

Paul's, the na-
tional cathedral, as the groom
stepped down from his coach. An-
drew, his chiel *““supporter.”

Last to arrive

Last io arrive for Lthe ceremony,
the [lirst wedding of a future
meonarch since Elizabeth’s own in
1947, was Lthe bride.

Riding in a glass coach and wear-
ing a frlly wedding gown in ivory
gilk taffela and old lace with a 25-
foot sweeping train, Lady Diana
smiled radiantly from behind a lace
veil.

Among the Americans packing
central London was Rose Skelton,
who brought her 12-yvear-old and
l4-year-old daughlers from Ocean
Springs,. Miss., and spent the rnight
on a Fleal Street sidewalk.

“This is something my children
will only experience once in a life-
time. They can see the cercmony an
Lelevision ... bul they will never,
cver be able Lo see the coaches, Lthe
horses and the fulure king of Eng-
land live,” she said.

5,000 police, troops

The crowds were watched over
by more than 5000 police and
Lroops in what Scotland Yard called
115 higgest sceurity opecation.

Along with the revelry in Lon-
don, thers were grim reminders of
the strife and unrest plaguing the
cauntry. Rioling erupled for Lhe
Lhird night in Lhe mostly black Tox-
teth district of Liverpool, 180 miles
northwestl of London. In Northern
ireland. British army expeorls
defused a 400-pound bomb found in
a mobile home. Military sources
said thoey believed the guermillas of
the Irish Republican Army planned
Lo blow up an army palrol with il as
a "waodding apeclacular.”™
