WASHINGTON — President
Johnson today proclaimed
Sunday a national day of
maourning for Dr. Martin
Luther King and asked Con-
gress to call a special meeting
Monday night to hear his
“constructive  recommenda-
tiens™ for easing racial ten.
SI0NS.

The President later can-
celed lus scheduled trip to Ha-
waii because of the turmoil
following the murder.

The White House announced
that the Prezident will decule
later when and where to meet
with Gen. Willilam G. West-
moreland, U 5. commander in
Vietnam, and salso with Pres:-
dent Cfﬂung Hee Park of South
Korea,

Johnsen, addressing the na-
tion oo radwo and television
“mn thiz hour of natiaonal
need,” vowed that “America
shall not be ruled by the bul-
lat ™

“lI did not understate the
case Sumday when I spoke of
the divisiveness that is tear-
mg this nation,” Johnson said.

The President noted that
Congress would be in adjourn-
ment over the weekend but he
hoped that a joint meeting of

the House and Sepate could be
_ called "fd Tater than Monday
“at 9 pm. EST.

The President met with top
Megro and government |ead-
ers earlier,

He had hasuly arranged the
meetung after Negroes took to
the streets mm more than a
dozen hig city ghetlos, smash-
g windows, looting and hurl-
ing bricks.

In designating Surday a na
tional day of mourning, John-
son urged the nation to. pray
for an énd to racial hatred,

“In our churches, in our
homes, in our privale hearts,
let us resolve ore God to
stand agunst the divisiveness
in our country and all s
vengequences,” the President
sald

Johnson atlended memorial
services for the slamm Negro
leader at Washunglon's [Na-
tional Cathedral after the
meeting at which he 1ssued an
appeal to the nation *'to deny
violence Its viclory in thas sor-
rowful ime "

Johnson's declaration that
“Amenca shall not be ruled
by the bullet" came shortly

The description was given
by Mr: Bessie Brewer, #,
the landlady of the house from
wiich the bullet was Nired that
lalled King as he =tood on s
motel balcony some 20 feet
away

Mrs, Brewer told wewsmen
she checked in & new tcnant
in Apartment 5 of the run-
down dwelling about 3-30 p.m.
Thursday that fit a deserp
ton of King's assailanl given
oul earlier by police

"He paw tu=z 58580 week's
rent in cash, with & $20 bl
and two quarters, and regis-
tered under the name of John
Willard. " Mrs. Brewer sasd.

*He had & silly smile,” Mrs
Brewer sadd. 'I'll never fop-
get that smale.™
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Mrs Brewer sald ber tepant
had no luggage Bolh she and
her husband, Frank, 46, con-
firmed that they heard the
shot, believed fired from a
common bathroum, that killed
King.

Mrs. Brewer saud the last
she saw of her tenant was
when she showed him hus
room The next time she
looked, after the shooting, he
was gone.

Three other persons told
newsmen Lhat they saw the
man beheved 10 be the sniper.

“We are not going lo make
any deals with power polii-
crans, ncluding Jesse LUn-
ruh.” MeCarthy declared ai a

At the Canformia Instuwte of
Technology in Pasadena. he
repeated the draft reform
pledge he made here yester-
day.

their greatest burst of ap-
plause vesterday afternoon
when he said three agencies
of government “‘need 1o be
somewhat allered” and
named the CIA, the FEI, and
the “draft boards as they
operate under Gen. Lewis B

Put an adult audience at a
fund - raising dinner m the
San Francisco Hilton Hotel
last mght also respomded —
with a standing, cheering ova-
iton — as he reiteraied thal
statement and added az tar-
gets. *“the Defense Depari-
ment and the Executive De-
partment of government **

The dinner, which atiracted
an attendance of 3,000, [illing
two hote]l ballrooms, staried
on a somber nole refleclng
the murder of Negro leader
Martin Luther King.

McCarthy  issued a bref
statement mmmediately on
learning of the Memphis
Ehmlir“gke “The death of Mar-
tin r King i5 a tragedy
for all Americans,” he sau.
“Nol only have hs people lost
a noble and great leader, but
all people — especiaily Ameri-
cans — have losi a man of
peace. We can only grieve ™

Elijah Tumer of Oakland,
national ireasurer of the Con-
gress of Racial Equality and a
memhber of the Califorma
delegation pledged to MeCar-
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cam life. Lasl summer's riols
caused him deep personal an-
gutsh; he felt the nation couwld
not sustan many more such

SIEGE ENDS

Yanks Fan
Out From
Khe Sanh

SAIGON (AP} — The siege
of Khe Sanh was Lifted today.
U S ofifcers said, but spear-
haads of a hig relief force less
than a mile away made no at-
tempt lo enter the Marme
combat base

The 6000 Marines at Khe
Sanh were stull under fire
from North Vieinamese gun-
ners, who pounded the base n
ihe northwest corner of Viet-
nam with 100 rounds. Ths
was one reason for keepiog
any of the relwef forces out of
Khe Sanh.

And members of the garm-
son sallied out wo moles [or
the [irst time since the siege
began nezrly three months
ago and beat back an attack
by 400 North Vietnamese with
heavy losses.

With the Norlth Vielnamese
[orce around Khe Sanh base
— gice estimated at 20,000 —
reduced to about 7,000 by offi-
cial estimate, the possihility
of 2 big, decisive battle went
ghmmering

Khe Sanh stands astride one
of the mvasion toutes [rom
Laos North Vietnamese cap-
tives early m the siege saud
they were lold the coming hat-
tle for Khe Sanh would be the
last hattle of the war, if won.
