Millions lifted their hearts and voices today to hail the

dawn of peace. .
There were tears, laughter, hysteria and prayérs

throughout the Allied world as Japan, last undefeated mg-
gressor nation, announced it had surrendered.

“Thank God— thank God it's over at last!"” were words
repeated again and again, in every language. The bloodiest,
most destructive war in history was at an end.

America flung off its wartime restraint and exploded
in the greatest, wildest, most ecatatic celebration of all time.
Boisterous, happy crowds sang, danced and cheered inteo
the early morning. Thousands prepared to continue the
fiesta during the two-day holiday proclaimed for today and
tomorrow by the United States and Britain.

Everywhere, veterans of the war wers in the forefront

of the jubilation.
